Pileus and stipe glutinous to viscid. Lacking volva traces on a central elongated stipe which has a subcylindrical to downward
attenuated,scarcely enlarged base. With strongly gelatinized annulus when present. Pileipellis an ixotrichoderm composed of
subcylindric cells and lacking short chains of inflated cells. Lamellae free to nearly free, crowded, with a bilateral trama. Lacking
hymenial cystidia. Clamp connections abundant. Basidiospores nonamyloid, hyaline, thin-walled, smooth to slightly verruculose
with a conspicuously enlarged apiculus. Terrestrial in forests.
